I have received several individual complaints re a blocked footpath at SW5985 2896 by a 
field of  maize where the path had not been kept open. The path concerned is 209/17/1

And the West Cornwall Footpaths Preservation Society have reported the same HIGHER 
CHYGWINS FARM – 209/17/1 - Having been brought to my attention, I checked Germoe 
footpath 209/17/1 that runs east from Higher Chygwins Farm. The stile into the first field to the east 
of the farm is passable. 
However that first field is cropped with maize and no room has been left for 
the footpath, 
These have been reported to the environment team at Cornwall Council.
