4     MATTERS ARISING AND NOT COVERED IN THIS AGENDA

       There were no responses to the vacant position on the Council, so Cornwall Council confirmed we can move to 

co-option.
5  PUBLIC PARTICIPATION – Mr. R. Sanders – Gave an overview of the work conducted this cutting season
 under the Local Maintenance Partnership (LMP) agreement. He suggested Path 10 be added to the cutting

 Schedule. The Council thanked him for his work and sharing his knowledge and insight regarding the paths. 
6     CORNWALL COUNCILLOR’S COMMENTS
The month got off to busy start with more work on the White Paper coming through my Corporate Finance

and Performance Overview and Scrutiny Committee for oversight. The committee endorsed a letter to the

Deputy Prime Minister supporting further negotiations over the coming year for additional powers and

devolution. There are however, 2 red lines that we don’t want crossed: no Mayor and no combined 

Authority, thus retaining Cornwall’s autonomy. The point I raised was about shared prosperity funding that is

on a cliff edge for the end of March 2025. This funding is helping put together major projects across Cornwall

and there are a fair number waiting to be confirmed that may go to the wall. Full council this month was

fraught with technical difficulties and Teams was not on the menu. However, there was a lot of questions

and angst over the governments decision to remove the Winter Fuel Allowance and who would be affected

by this. It is important that elderly people on low incomes and others are protected and sure about the

system for ensuring this is maintained. Cornwall Council is looking for a replacement Chief Operating Officer

to fill the role once the present COO leaves for retirement. I was asked to chair a panel of council members

to interview prospective candidates last week and deliver the panels comments and recommendations to

the Chief Officers Panel, which comprises members of the cabinet, group leaders and the Chief Executive

Officer. This is a very important role within the council and someone who works close with me on matters of

oversight, finance and performance.
Closer to home, I had a number of questions and queries about the A394 Route Revue which should now be 

commencing again after the summer embargo. I am aware of a Road Safety Audit at Newtown being carried out presently. Further to that, when the work is completed on the whole of the A394 another Road Safety Audit will commence. This is over and above the exchange of emails between David and myself during the month on the A394. Not part of the Route Review I have asked for a new bus shelter to replace the old one at Newtown south of the A394. This was confirmed this week and should be similar to the one that is due to be erected at Ashton. Perhaps an expression of interest could be submitted for traffic safety could be put forward Boscreage and Mounts Bay Terrace to the CAP in due course. Of course the “20s Plenty” signage should be rolled out soon. HGV signs off the A394 at the Germoe Crossroads should be with us in due course. For your information, I was contacted by the Cornwall Flood Forum about the dynamic coastline fronting Praa Sands and it is anticipated that a meeting of local people, parish council and others affected by the diminishing coastline will be held at the Praa Sands Community Hall soon. This will include the agenda for “Making Space For Sand” and reports from the Shoreline Management Team. I will be in contact with you when I know more. Please send me emails, via the clerk, for further information.
