CCllr Keeling had earlier circulated the following report:
A short report for the month of December 2023 covering the time before the Christmas Break. I had a hectic period leading up to the 22 of December with chairing both a formal meeting of my Scrutiny Committee (Customers and services) at the beginning of the month followed by the exercise of one of scrutiny’s powers to call-in a decision that was taken to sell off a farm within our County Farms Portfolio. The meeting went well and it was recommended that the decision be sent back with better and more comprehensive information to ensure the decision could not be challenged. One of the roles of scrutiny committees is to ensure that the checks and balances are put in place in the interests of both clarity and soundness in decision making.

This all took an amazing amount of time to prepare, but there was always time to respond to varies local matters that came via email or phone. Flooding is an issue presently, particularly with the sheer volume of water flowing down the lanes of our villages. There is an enormous amount of runoff from field and or course the mud that comes with it does not help at all. The drains and ditches are not coping well with the amount of water and I am constantly badgering highways to rod through those drains that are blocked. Planning queries keep coming in and I try to find the answer to people’s problems/complaints as soon as possible.
