He also reported that Cornwall Council was short listed for the Diversity and Inclusion category
       in the Local Government Chronicle Awards 2024 and that Godolphin Chapel and Community Hub have been
       awarded some £25K through the Shared Prosperity Fund.

MEMBERS’ QUESTIONS 


Cllr D. Fryer raised concerns about the stretch of Germoe Lane between the A394 and Germoe School.  Despite the 20mph speed limit, the increasing flow of delivery vehicles using the road, particularly during school hours, has raised the risk of accident. Parents are encouraged to walk their children to school but the absence of a safe footpath means they have to walk along the road, which includes narrowed blind bends.  It was suggested that replacing the current fixed school sign with a modern flashing school sign could significantly reduce the risk of an accident in this area. It was agreed to ask Cllr J. Keeling whether the existing school sign could be upgraded at council expense.


Cllr D. Fryer asked whether there was a need to review the parish website to assist communication of the council’s work and to refresh linkages to local information and services.  It was agreed to undertake an initial review with the possibility of a longer term refresh tied in with a potential Neighbourhood Priorities Pilot Scheme in due course.
