PARISH COUNCIL MATTERS ONGOING PROJECTS/TOPICS, ISSUES  (incl. Councillor Reports) 
· Strengthening the Standards and Conduct Framework for Local Authorities in England response by Council –It was proposed by Cllr V Marshall and Seconded Cllr J Goddard and agreed by all that the submission provided within the deadline was a true and accurate reflection of the Council’s view. 
· CC Planning Policy Interim Policy Position Statement, response by Council –It was proposed by Cllr D Fryer and Seconded Cllr J Goddard and agreed by all that the submission provided within the deadline was a true and accurate reflection of the Council’s view. 
· Website Update - Three councillors joined the Clerk at a recent online meeting with the website developer to discuss the handover process for the proposed new Council .gov.uk domain and website. Once funded, the domain would provide official .gov.uk emails for council use and a secure share space for Council documents. The initial website would be based upon the current version and developed over time, taking into account views from parishioners as part of the forthcoming Neighbourhood Priorities Survey later in the year. It was proposed by Cllr D Fryer and Seconded by Cllr V Marshall and agreed by all  to use the Council’s Debit card to enable access to the Emails via annual direct debit.
· LMP Tender appointment – It was proposed by Cllr V Marshall and Seconded Cllr J
Goddard and agreed by all to Award Bob Saunders the LMP contract. 
· Neighbourhood Priority Statement Pilot update - Although the Council had been invited to join the Neighbourhood Priority Statement Pilot by Cornwall Council, it was agreed that the timescale was too short for any meaningful activity. It was agreed to await participation in the full roll out later in the year. It was proposed by Councillor D Fryer and seconded Councillor G Bell by agreed to not join the pilot scheme.
· Germoe Parking - The meeting discussed ongoing concerns from local residents relating to visitor parking, particularly during church events. As a result, several areas of grass and verges had been damaged, and there were some instances of cars blocking driveways and access. It was recognised that the PCC had made efforts to prevent inconsiderate parking by service attendees. However, it was also noted that both the PCC and Parish Council had no powers to enforce parking restrictions. Cllr D Fryer, as Germoe School liaison, offered to discuss whether the school could offer any potential parking solutions at his next meeting with the Executive Headteacher. The Chair also agreed to write to the Church Dean to offer Council support in finding a long-term solution. - It was proposed by Cllr G Bell and Seconded by Cllr V Marshall that the Chair writes to the Church Dean to explore securing support for solving Parking concerns expressed at the meeting.
