CORNWALL COUNCILLOR’S COMMENTS 

       In the absence of Cornwall Councillor Keeling, Councillor Doeser reported on the South Kerrier Community Area
       Partnership (CAP) which she had attended last night. The CAP agreed on the 4 priority areas of Traffic and
       Transport, Housing, Young People and Access to Services with Environment and Climate as a cross cutting 

       theme. It was agreed that 4 working groups would be established with Community, Town and Parish Councillors
       being encouraged to become involved.

      The CAP funding sub-committee had met for the first time and recommended the bid from Godolphin Cross
      Community Association for funding from the Community Levelling Up Funds allocated to the CAP. There are 
      other bids are in the pipeline.

PA24/00044/PRE Applicant:- Mr Nick Cooper Location:- 10 M South Of Property Adjacent To (inside Of) Cornish Hedge Barwest Balwest Ashton Helston Cornwall TR13 9TE Proposal Exception Notice to works to a Pinus Pinea - failed codominant stem resulted in failure of part of tree - remaining stem structurally compromised and requires removal. Closed - advice given. This was noted by the Council.
       Applications received post agenda publication
PA23/09835 Applicant Mr & Mrs A Charman, Hilltodden Millpool Goldsithney Penzance. Demolition of existing side extension and provision of replacement extension with conversion of the garage to form an annexe for family members with special needs as well as providing a separate office. The Council resolved to refer back to its previous response and stand by earlier comments. If the application were to be successful the Council felt it important that conditions be attached that ensures the building is and will remain within the same ownership as the main dwelling.  Proposed Cllr K Doeser, Seconded by Cllr G Bell and agreed by all.

PA22/02349 – Proposed conversion of and extensions to existing single storey stone structure to create 2 storey residential dwelling. | Land South West Of Western Power Electrical Distribution Centre Boscrege Ashton Cornwall – The Council was unable to support this application 08 April 2022 and subsequently agreed to disagree with the approval of this project. The Council would like to seek clarification regarding the recent removal of hedgerow to increase access from the road to establish if this is in keeping with the approved plans that led to Cornwall Council granting approval.
