4     MATTERS ARISING AND NOT COVERED IN THIS AGENDA

5  PUBLIC PARTICIPATION - 
       Mr S Finlay – asked that the Council serve an abatement order on Germoe Church as a consequence of parking 
       issues faced by the village for Church Christmas Carol Service. He also noted that the issue of poor parking

       management occurs on a regular basis. It was suggested an Abatement Order may be lifted on presentation of a

       parking plan for services that would be mitigated by such a plan. It was agreed to bring this forward to be
       discussed formally at the February Meeting. 
Ms H Crookes – raised an issue re the planning permission relating to Application PA24/06369 on the agenda today. She indicated that this must be viewed as a retrospective permission as the caravan was already in place a month before Christmas, so cannot be strictly viewed as an application for permission given it is already in situ.  
6 CORNWALL COUNCILLOR’S COMMENTS - Cllr Keeling had previously circulated a report. 
He noted the question of parking around St Germoe Church on Christmas Eve arose in terms of the many attendees to the celebrations and resulting effect of inappropriate parking.
The stakeholders meeting on 20’s plenty went ahead and though generally well presented there were suggestions for improvements or changes made. The 40 mph limit from Ashton to Balwest and beyond was questioned and he awaits a response. Trewithen Terrace is not accepted for 20 mph, but perhaps myself and the Highway Manager can come up with a solution. Bearing down on road traffic deaths and injuries is a top priority for Cornwall Council and the Police.

He attended the Cornwall Youth Council at County Hall to help them develop their Manifesto for the coming year and beyond and noted it was always a pleasure to see youngsters taking an interest in their communities and Cornwall generally. He also noted the new government’s “English White Paper” revolves around devolution of powers to local authorities and raises once more the thorny issue of mayoral and combined authorities. Cornwall has developed its own White Paper based on the level two deal we had entered into, which essentially recognises that Cornwall does not require a mayor for Cornwall. More information on all this in the new year.
He also sits on the World Heritage Site, WHS, group that uses its power to protect the many sites in Cornwall and provide statutory information to the planning function as a statutory consultee. Very important that the local planning authority takes the comments of the WHS into consideration when deciding planning applications.
Cllr Bell, queried how effective the WHS were in protecting Germoe Parish, given the Council had objected to more planning applications than the body in-charge of protecting it.

8     PARISH COUNCIL MATTERS
· Marazion Town Council – A letter had previously been circulated regarding a vote of no confidence in CC Planning Department – it was roundly discussed and whilst sympathy was shared with Marazion the council agreed not to pursue matters further. 
· Germoe Green – it was noted that Germoe Green is in fact Common Ground rather than a village Green and that the Council is still awaiting response from Cornwall Council Commons Team as to the implications for the Council in this light.
· Website review – Changes to be collated and forwarded to website company. 
· Routine Risk Review –The meeting reviewed and agreed to update the following parts Risk Register:
IM1-5 and OR1-4.
· Footpaths - An issue raised by ROW Officer on behalf of the Ramblers Cornwall South and west regarding footpath 209/25/5  - who believe the line of the footpath, as identified on the Definitive Map, is clearly not accessible due to the newly erected fence. It was agreed to liaise with the Ramblers once a response has been received from Cornwall Council in relation to their question.
· 20’s Plenty – Cllr Marshall and Cllr Fryer provided an update on the Teams meeting they attended and confirmed that Trewithen Terrace is not accepted for 20 mph.
