CCllr J Keeling - Cornwall Councillors report – previously circulated. Several questions relating to the report 

were raised:
Cllr K Doeser asked about the CAP Meeting and ensuring attendees read ahead of the meeting to

maximise participation,

Cllr D Fryer asked whether CAP could help with several ongoing road safety issues across the parish: 

• The Council had drafted an expression of interest (EOI) for new school signage and was awaiting 

submission guidance. It was advised that the call will be released after the May local elections. Also, CC 

Highways Manager had previously undertaken to investigate repainting of the zig-zag markings outside 

the chool. Was there any progress on this? 

• It was understood that the Newtown traffic calming safety audit was completed several months ago 

but any remedial works had yet to be undertaken - what was the latest position? 

• Is funding still confirmed for the A394 Germoe Crossroads traffic calming work, which has now been 

postponed until late summer 2025? 

Cllr J Goddard asked whether there had been any further progress on identifying traffic calming

 options at Trewithen Terrace? 

Cllr J Keeling requested a summary of ongoing road safety issues and undertook to investigate

possible solutions through CAP.

PARISH COUNCIL MATTERS ONGOING PROJECTS/TOPICS, ISSUES  (incl. Councillor Reports) 
· Footpaths - Changes to the Grant LMP and SWCP will be increased by 1.1% Therefore, in light of this, we have been offered an estimated grant for the next financial year under the LMP of £1,545.39 SWCP £0. It was Proposed by Cllr K Doeser, seconded by Cllr J Goddard that the Council  accept the LMP, agreed by all.
· Trewithen Terrace traffic As discussed under Item 5, it was unlikely that Trewithen Terrace could be included in the current phase of 20’s Plenty, the Council would continue to investigate other traffic calming measures to reduce risk to residents. It was reported that the CC Highways Manager was looking into interim options, such as roadside gates and new roadsigns.. 
· Germoe Green parking issues. Germoe Green parking issues. The Council discussed ongoing issues related to parking in the vicinity of the church. While the Council had no powers to stop on-road parking in this area, it was concerned at the increasing reports of damage to grass verges and the possibility of blocking access for emergency vehicles. The Council welcomed that the Church Warden had taken steps to highlight the issues to church attendees and recognised the need to work closely on finding a solution. It was agreed that the Chair would write to the PCC on the matter and request attendance at the forthcoming PCC Meeting on 12 Feb
· Annual Meeting date to be set for Thursday 15th May.
