6     CORNWALL COUNCILLOR’S COMMENTS
       Cllr Keeling had previously circulated a report, 
7     PARISH MATTERS
       Following discussion  at the October 03, 2024 meeting it was agreed that a of a request for £150 for Christmas 
       celebrations, be made under the terms of S137 of the Local Government Act 1972, should be made
       available for underwriting activities in Germoe over Christmas 2024 to the Germoe Village Association (GVA).
       Cllr Doeser proposed that the GVA and Parish Council should set up an informal working group to oversee
       the Christmas Celebrations on Germoe Green and it should act as an advisory committee of Germoe Parish Council
       and that therefore Germoe Parish Council will be responsible for the proper running of that event. Cllr Bell will
       represent the Parish Council on that Committee – agreed by all. 
8     PARISH COUNCIL MATTERS
· HGV Signs, the Council thanked Cllr Keeling for supporting the new sign at the Village entrance on the A394. They also requested that a similar sign be placed at the Balwest end of the road leading down to the village and at the Trewithen Terrace end of the road past Trennel.
· Website revamp and Email & Domain address hosting - Cllr Fryer updated members on the Parish Council Domains Helper Service, which supports Councils move to .gov.uk domain names and email addresses. 

Cllr K Doeser proposed, Cllr D Fryer seconded that we move to establishing a .gov.uk website and email addresses. 
· Risk Assessment update - Cllr K Doeser proposed, Cllr G Bell seconded that we adopt the Risk Assessment Model proposed by Cllr Fryer as the Parish Council’s Risk Management Methodology. 
It was also agreed Cllr J Goddard would become the Councillor i/c Footpaths.

· Precept considerations – a draft precept was considered by Councillors and asked to be brought forward to the December Meeting for formal approval.
· Issues post 2027 traditional phone line cut off and move to Voice Over Internet Protocol (VOIP) Phones which are reliant on power and a broadband connection, were discussed.
The Council noted advice on the Ofcom website ( https://www.ofcom.org.uk/phones-and-broadband/landline-phones/future-of-landline-calls) that if you are dependent on your landline phone – for example, if you don’t have a mobile phone or don’t have mobile signal at your home – your provider must offer you a solution to make sure you can contact the emergency services when a power cut occurs. For example, a mobile phone (if you have signal), or a battery back-up unit for your landline phone. This solution should be provided free of charge to people who are dependent on their landline. If you are not eligible for a free resilience solution, you may be able to purchase one from your provider or another retailer – talk to your provider about options.

· Footpaths – delayed to next meeting 
Road Safety - Cllr D Fryer provided an update on his recent meeting with Andy Hoskin (AH) (CC Highways
Manager) to discuss road safety issues in the Parish:


School signs and zig-zags parking issues – The ongoing risk to pedestrians in Germoe Lane could be reduced
 
with a temporary, mobile vehicle activated sign (VAS).  AH agreed to continue to source availability for
parish use in lieu of formal funding for permanent signs next FY.  Parking around the school has become
increasingly chaotic at drop off and pick up times. Some vehicles were parking on the zig-zags and paths
outside the school causing blockage to other road users and increasing risk to pedestrians. AH agreed that

repainting the zig-zags might help but this was unlikely this FY due to other priorities. In the meantime Cllr D
Fryer would discuss with school headteacher to see if anything can be done to improve the situation.

A394: Newtown safety audit - AH reported that the requested safety audit at Newtown had been completed.
Any available information on this would be notified to the Council in due course.

Germoe Crossroads work – This work is due to be completed this FY; however the start has been delayed due
to other work in Ashton/Breage.

Trewithen Terrace – Residents had raised concerns about traffic speed along the Terrace, which is currently
national speed limit (so potentially 60mph).  This is considered too high for a residential zone with close
proximity of houses, children playing and regular use by walkers and riders.  This issue has been passed to
Cornwall Council via the Community Area Partnership (CAP), although to date no action has been taken.  It
was noted that the implementation of 20’s Plenty signage next year would only include current 30mph zones.
However, given the concerns, there was a need to investigate whether Trewithen Terrace could be included as 
a special case. AH agreed to discuss in more detail at the next routine meeting with Cllr Fryer.
