PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

There was overwhelming objection to the proposed planning application PA25/04923. Nearly all of the residents of Trewithen Terrace, that were at the meeting spoke to the assembled Council and Public about their concerns over this planning application. 
One member of the public spoke expressing his concerns that years ago one of the main reasons for non-development was that the site was good arable land. Trewithen Terrace itself is used by a great deal of heavy farm machinery, that even uses a one-way system to access all farms in the immediate area during harvesting times. During this time the road can become very busy, with little or no room for other road users. There are no local amenities or bus services from the terrace, the nearest being at Godolphin Cross or Ashton. The nearest actual Shop/Garage is at Newtown or Breage. 
Residents that overlook the proposed site were complaining about the loss of privacy and their uninterrupted view of this World Heritage Site/Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty. Loss of habitat and Wildlife (Bats, Insects, Owls, Deer, Foxes and Badgers all of which thrive in this area). 
Cornish Hedges would be taken down and maybe not replaced, or replaced with fencing. 
This is a very well known Mining area (Great Work) and Tregonning Hill (English China Clay) The ground is far from stable because of mining excavations in the past, so no infrastructure to build on. 
Recently the land in question has been made to look as if it is no longer used, could this be to do with the applicant putting in planning permission and maybe thinking a better chance would be had if the land was redundant. 
There was no one at the meeting to support the application. No questions could therefore be asked about the proposed planning application.
5      PLANNING
To make observations on planning applications including the following decisions received from the   Planning Authority 
Application PA25/04923 Permission in Principle for the construction of an affordable led development with a minimum of 2 and maximum of 4 dwellings. Location Application Grid Ref Land Opposite Trewithen Terrace , Trewithen Terrace, Ashton, Cornwall 
Cllr G Bell pointed out to the meeting that this was the first Permission In Principle Application that the Council had dealt with and so outlined it as an alternative way of obtaining Planning permission quickly.
Discussion amongst the Councillors followed with Cllr Bell leading and explaining:- Role and Function of Place; Housing in the Countryside; Rural Exception Sites; Best use of land Existing Building and Is the proposal sustainable?
 It was proposed by Cllr G Bell and Seconded by Cllr G Praed and agreed that the application be returned with the following comment: 
Given the precious nature of the immediate area, the threat to road safety and the impact on biodiversity Germoe Parish Council believes that the proposal does not meet the retained Local Plan Policies 3, 7, 9 and 21. The adverse impacts of the proposed development “significantly and demonstrably" outweigh any potential benefits. Therefore Germoe Parish Council does not support this application
